Do you have an easy-going dog you can take with you to a Home Visit or Assessment? 
It’s always nice to see how an adoptive or foster applicant reacts to a strange dog in the house. Also, if they already have a dog, it’s especially important to see how their dog reacts to a strange dog in the house. However, we would want you to have them meet on common ground first before entering the home. As previously mentioned, we will guide you in the Meet & Greet process. 
As for the assessment of a beagle we’re considering taking into our rescue, it’s once again helpful to see how that dog reacts to yours. Mind you, not all dogs respond well to entering a shelter. You must be the judge of that. If your dog is easily stressed, best to leave him home and ask the shelter contact to bring out another dog in the care of the shelter so you can see how the beagle reacts. Once again, we will guide you in this process.

***Please be assured BOB is prepared to reimburse you for any gas expenses. We simply require your gas receipts for our financial records following the visit before issuing any reimbursement cheques.
Finally, your safety is important to us. If attending an adoption/foster applicant’s home, we suggest you go with a buddy. While we fully screen applicants before conducting home visits (telephone interview, vet reference), it is always best to be cautious. If you are uncomfortable for any reason upon arrival, we fully support your decision to abort a home visit for your safety. 
Similarly, if you’re visiting a shelter on our behalf to assess a dog, please don’t hesitate to discontinue an assessment if you’re not comfortable with the dog. While we would only send you to a shelter following detailed correspondence with the shelter contact to ensure the dog is of excellent temperament, misrepresentations can be made and, of course, dogs (especially in stressful situations) can be unpredictable. Despite being in the company of a shelter worker at all times when meeting a dog, if you’re uncomfortable, thank them for their time and head home.
