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BOBateer Sitter Application


Thank you for your interest in beagle-sitting for BOB! Just as we do for foster applicants, we will need to conduct a home visit and go over your application with you. 

We want to ensure your BOBateer experience is always positive. By learning more about you, your lifestyle and level of experience, we’ll know better what type of a beagle sitting gig suits you best! 

What type of home do you have? (house, condo, apartment, city or country):
Do you own or rent?  If you rent, does your rental agreement have any restrictions re pets even if staying with you temporarily?

Beagles like to howl.  Are there any concerns in your living environment if the beagle you’re sitting is vocal?  Keep in mind, if you’re sitting for a foster parent on vacation, we’ll know the dog’s behaviour in advance so there will be no surprises in that regard. Alternatively, you may be providing overnight lodging to a beagle just coming into our rescue and in the process of being transported. In that case, we may not know whether he or she will be vocal.
Do you have a fenced-in yard?

Are there parks nearby? (We will require you to keep the beagle you’re sitting on leash at all times to ensure their safety)
Do you have a car in which to transport the beagle you’re sitting in the case of a veterinary emergency? If not, would you be prepared to use a pet-friendly taxi service? (Please be assured any costs incurred in this regard would be reimbursed by BOB)

Describe the human members of the family e.g. adults, kids and ages:

Is your entire family on board with the idea of occasionally sitting for a rescue beagle?

What is your employment status (provide # of hours worked if applicable):

(a) Full Time

(b) Part Time

(c) Shift Work

(d) Self-Employed

(e) Semi-Retired

(f) Retired

(g) Home-maker

Given your work status, are there any restrictions to when you could beagle-sit, i.e. are you limited to sitting only on weekends or evenings?
Are there any smokers in your home?

Does anyone in your home have allergies to pets?

Describe any other pets in the household.  If you have a dog(s) – does he or she get along well with other dogs?
If you have a cat, do you know how he or she would react to a strange dog in the house?

Tell us about any experience you have with beagles, if not described above:
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Please provide us with the name and address of your veterinarian (should an emergency arise, you may be required to take the beagle to your vet if our veterinary clinic in the Beaches, Toronto is not local to you. Please be assured any costs incurred in this regard would be reimbursed by BOB)
 
If you’re sitting for more than a day and you have to work, how many hours per day would the beagle be alone? 

Where will the beagle be kept when you are out? 
Where will the beagle sleep?

If the beagle is used to being crated, do you have a spare crate or will you need one loaned to you?

Would you be comfortable sitting a beagle with “special needs”? ( e.g diabetic requiring injections, or other illness requiring oral medication, elderly dog requiring lifting if there are stairs in the house, deaf/blind , etc)
Would you be comfortable sitting a beagle that’s fearful of noises, etc.? Do you feel you have the right environment for a fearful dog?

Oftentimes, rescue beagles are in the process of being housetrained or you may be providing overnight lodging to a dog that’s just coming into our rescue. Are you prepared for the possibility of accidents in your home or would you prefer to sit fully housetrained foster beagles only? Keep in mind, we would strongly recommend the use of a crate if you’re providing overnight lodging to a dog in the process of being transported to us.
